MOTION 




I. MOTION TO ALLOW PLAINTIF TO USE MCCD Facilities
The Plaintiff, Ross, asks that the defendants be ordered to allow the plaintiff to use the facilities which are open to the public in Maricopa Community College District with the same privileges as any other person who is not a student in the college district.

The Plaintiff does not want any special privileges, but just be allowed to use the facilities in the same way any other person who is not a college student is allowed to use.

II. Factual Allegations
Shortly before the Plaintiff was unarrested and released Defendant Lynn Bray told the Plaintiff that the Plaintiff could continue to use the college facilities like any other person who is not at a student if the Plaintiff would give up his 5th Amendment right and tell Defendant Lynn Bray his name. Defendant Lynn Bray also told the Plaintiff that if the Plaintiff continued to demand his Fifth Amendment right and refuse to identify himself he would be banned from all the Maricopa County Community Colleges campuses and arrested for trespassing if he returned to any of them.

Since this lawsuit was filed Defendant Lynn Bray now knows the identity of the Plaintiff, Defendant Lynn Bray should not longer use this as an excuse to ban the plaintiff from using the facilities at the Maricopa County Community Colleges.

Last the Plaintiff has not committed any crimes or even caused any trouble the MCC facilities to give Lynn Bray and excuse to ban the plaintiff from the campus for any other reason. 
III. Legal Standards
Article 2 Section 13 of the Arizona Constitution says the government should treat all citizens equally 

	
	Article 2 Section 13. No law shall be enacted granting to any citizen, class of citizens, or corporation other than municipal, privileges or immunities which, upon the same terms, shall not equally belong to all citizens or corporations.


Defendant Lynn Bray banning of the Plaintiff who is a law abiding citizen from the MCCCD facilities while allowing other law abiding citizens to use the facilities seems to be in violation of Article 2 Section 13 of the Arizona Constitution. Defendant Lynn Bray banning of the Plaintiff from the campuses also seems to be punishing the Plaintiff for asking the government to honor the Plaintiff’s Fifth Amendment rights.
